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CAHPERD Conference Registration Policies and Procedures

Pre-Registration Fees

Pre-registration fees allow entry into all conference programs
and sessions throughout the four-day event, with the exception
of the Physical Education Content Standards Professional
Development Series, the Golf Clinic and the Tennis Clinic, sched-
uled on Thursday, March 19th.  All other Thursday workshops
are included in the registration fee.  Additional fees are required
only for the Conference Manual, Meal Functions and Other
Activities, as listed in the fee column of the pre-registration form.

Pre-Registration Deadline

ALL forms for pre-registration must be submitted with payment
(check, money order, purchase order or Visa/Mastercard) and
postmarked or faxed by February 18, 2009.  Registration will
NOT be processed if the form arrives without payment or if it is
postmarked after February 18, 2009.  If you are unable to meet
the advertised deadline, registration must be completed on-site
upon arrival at the Santa Clara Convention Center.  On-site regis-
tration fees will apply, and are an additional $25 for profession-
als.  (On-site rates for Students and Retired Members remain the
same as the pre-registration rates.)

Member Discount

CAHPERD membership must be valid through March 2009 to
qualify for discounted fees.  If you are not a current member and
you wish to join or renew, simply check the non-member line in
the fee column of the registration form and indicate that, YES . . .
you want to apply $79 to your professional membership.  We will
process your membership using the contact information you
provide on the form. Payment of membership dues or additional
registration fees will be required at check-in if you pay the mem-
ber rate and your membership is not current.

Student Rates

Student registration rates are available to undergraduates enrolled on a full-time basis
(12+ units) at a college or university and who are not employed on a full-time basis in
the fields of HPERD. If you are a full-time student and not a current CAHPERD member,
simply check the “Student Non-Member” box in the fee column of the registration form.
The $64 registration fee also provides you with a one-year Future Professional member-
ship.  We will use the contact information you provide on the form to process your
enrollment.  Finally, non-member student registrants must provide a copy of their cur-
rent course schedule reflecting full-time status of 12+ units.

Cancellation Policy

ALL requests for refunds must be submitted in writing and may be subject to a small
processing fee.  Refunds will be issued after the Conference.

Special Weekend Rate (For Saturday & Sunday Only)

CAHPERD members who are only able to attend the conference on Saturday and
Sunday will be able to register on-site for events scheduled on those days.  The special
rate for both days will be $119 for CAHPERD members and $194 for non-members.
This rate is not available as a pre-registration option. (This rate is not available on
Thursday or Friday of the conference.)
